1.		 Feed the stainless steel cable into the hole in the Picture Rail Hook.

2.		 Hang the Picture Rail Hook (with cable) onto your traditional picture rails.

3.		 Fit the adjustable hook (either the Allen Key Hook or the Push-Button Hook) as per  
		  The Gallery System hook directions.

 • The Gallery System Allen Key Hook
  - For use with Stainless Steel Cable hangers (see weight guide table for max. weights).
  -  Hook constructed from zinc plated 1.2mm steel and hook body is constructed from  
   anodised aluminium.
  - Hook position is adjusted on the hanger by utilising the Allen key provided.
  - Hook is constructed to minimise marking of the hanger. 

 
 • The Gallery System Push Button Hook
  - For use with Stainless Steel Cable hangers (see weight guide table for max. weights). 
  -  Chrome plated cast metal construction.
  - Hook position adjusted on hanger by pressing the button on the top of the hook.
  - No Allen key required.

 
 • Push Button Security Hook
  - For use with Stainless Steel Cable hangers (see weight guide table for max. weights).
  - The metal tab at the front of the hook secures the picture to help prevent snatch and  
   run art theft.
  - Chrome plated cast metal construction.
  - Hook position adjusted on hanger by pressing the button on the top of the hook.
  - No Allen key required.

  leaning too far forward on the hanging system.

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#  Maximum weights assume that the picture rails are installed correctly and securely into wall studs.  As a precautionary   
 measure, check that picture rails are securely fastened into wall studs to avoid damage to your art.
